This year, as always, the Library Board remains committed to providing the high level of
innovative and traditional services we have always delivered at the lowest possible cost to the
taxpayer. With this in mind, the Board has devoted its time to formulating a budget proposal that
best serves the needs of the West Hempstead community while being mindful of the challenging
economic times we all face.

To this end, the Library Board has kept the increase in the tax levy to 0.29%. The
library tax for the average homeowner in West Hempstead will increase approximately
$1.50 for the coming year, barring any changes in the assessed value of your property.

Today, the West Hempstead Public Library is a hub of the community. We offer recrea-
tional, educational and cultural activities. All residents can use the Library to stretch their dollars,
particularly in these difficult economic times, when we are all looking for ways to save money.
Our extensive collection of books, newspapers, magazines, DVDs, CDs, audiobooks and elec-
tronic resources, as well as a wide variety of concerts and programs, are free to residents of all
ages and contribute enormously to the vitality of our community.

In addition to our traditional library services, we provide free museum passes to world
class institutions such as the Museum of Natural History and the Museum of Modern Art, free
resume writing software, tax assistance for seniors and low-income individuals. We also offer
high-speed internet access, WiFi, downloadable audiobooks and e-books, playaways, as well as
one-on-one homework help for students from elementary school to adult learners. These re-
sources, together with educational and enriching workshops that include yoga, exercise, belly
dancing, computer instruction and defensive driving, make us a very busy library.

The Library is an essential part of the West Hempstead community and provides material

and services for all ages. We welcome you to come in and experience the rich variety of all that
we have to offer.
