JULY 10     FROST/NIXON 
Rated R, 122  min., Drama. Starring Frank Langella, Michael Sheen, Kevin Bacon 

 
This film is a dramatic retelling of the post-Watergate television interviews between British talk-show host 
David Frost and former president Richard Nixon. For three years after being forced from office, Nixon re-
mained silent, but in 1977 he agreed to sit for one all-inclusive interview to confront the questions of his 
time in office and the Watergate scandal that ended his presidency. 
 

JULY 17      DOUBT 
Rated PG-13, 92 min., Drama. Starring Meryl Streep, Philip Seymour Hoffman, Amy Adams 
 

Based on the Pulitzer Prize winning play, this film is set in a Catholic school in New York in 1964. The prin-
cipal, Sister Aloysius, feels certain that a priest is sexually abusing one of her pupils, who also happens to 
be the school's first black student. The priest denies the charges and it becomes her word against his in 
this study of religion, morality and authority. 
 

AUGUST 7     THE CURIOUS CASE OF BENJAMIN BUTTON  
Rated PG-13, 166 min., Drama/Romance. Starring Brad Pitt, Cate Blanchett, Kimberly Scott 
 

Based on the short story by F. Scott Fitzgerald, this movie tells the bizarre story of Benjamin Button who is 
born as an old man and ages in reverse. His life story is detailed from the end of World War I in 1918 
through the 21st century. Along the way we learn of his adventures, joys, sorrows, and how he finds his true 
love, only to lose her later. 
 

AUGUST 14     REVOLUTIONARY ROAD  
Rated R, 119 min., Drama/Romance. Starring Leonardo DiCaprio, Kate Winslet, Kathy Bates 
 

In this portrait of an American marriage, Frank and April Wheeler seem to be a perfect couple, but struggle 
behind closed doors with their personal demons. Determined not to become victims of the homogeneous 
suburbs of the ó50s, the two make the decision to move to Paris. However, this change forces the cracks 
that had already formed to be fully realized. 
 

SEPTEMBER  4   THE BOY IN THE STRIPED PAJAMAS  
Rated PG-13, 94 min., Drama. Starring David Thewlis, Vera Farmiga, Amber Beattie 
 

This unique film tells the story of the Holocaust through the eyes of eight-year-old Bruno whose father is a 
Nazi commander at Auschwitz. Bruno strikes up a friendship with a Jewish boy, Shmuel, through the fence 
surrounding the camp where everyone wears striped ñpajamas.ò Their friendship will have startling and un-
expected consequences for both of them.
