Simply enter your search 
words in the open box and let ENCORE bring an array of information in response. It will produce 
a list of book and audiovisual items and much more.

To the left of the results list you will see ways that you can refine your query (e.g. limiting to a 
particular library or language or format or published year).  To the right, you can click on ñArticles 
and Moreò to get search results in selected online resources from newspapers, magazines and 
reference books.  (You will have to supply your WHPL barcode to access these materials.)  If 
you scroll to the bottom of your results list, ENCORE will suggest Related Searches for you to 
explore. ENCORE can even assist by suggesting ñDid you meanò alternatives to help you get the 
results you really want.
